On Friday, December 2, Father Larry Fenton died in a
car accident at 927 and Blondo Streets. The medical
and law enforcement officials think that he had some sort !
of medical event, e.g. heart attack, which caused him to |
lose control of the car before it crashed into a tree along
the street. Fortunately he did not strike another vehicle
and there were no other injuries.

Father Fenton came to St. Leo Parish in 1997, at the suggestion of his
sister, parishioner Rita McSharry and the invitation of the current pastor,
Father Pat McCaslin. He has served the parish for the past fourteen
years. Mostly, he assisted with weekend Masses. Until recently, he also
assisted with weekday Masses as needed when one of the priests was
gone on vacation or away from the parish for other reasons.

Father Fenton endeared himself to the people of St. Leo through his
always thoughtful and well prepared homilies, his gentle disposition as a
confessor, his desire to connect with people in a social way, and his
attentiveness to people when they were sick. Being from Greeley County
in central Nebraska, people with roots in that part of the state felt a
special affinity with him.

In addition to his kind and gentle ministry to the parishioners, Father
Fenton was a great mentor for us younger priests. | always felt his
brotherly support in my ministry as pastor and | know that the various
associate pastors who served at St. Leo over the past fourteen years felt
a similar kind of fraternal support.

Finally, Father Fenton developed a very warm and affectionate
relationship with the parish staff. Though he did not attend meetings
(after all he was retired), he was involved very much through his
sacramental ministry and through joining us for social events with the staff
and with the entire parish. Father Lawrence Fenton (1932-2011) will be
dearly missed by all of us here at St. Leo. Though he did not live at the
parish house, | will miss our frequent visits, his fraternal support and his
generous response to the needs of the parish. May he rest in peace.

The Liturgy Corner

“Be joyful; pray without ceasing,” Paul
says today’s readings. He assures the
Thessalonians of the truth of Christ’s
death, resurrection and second coming.
The pink or joyful candle is lit on the
Advent wreath to demonstrate hope in
Christ’s coming on December 25.

In 50 A.D., Paul wanted to relieve the
anxiety of the Christians about the
troubles they faced, so he encouraged
them to “not stifle the Spirit” but instead,
“hold onto what is good and shun every
form of evil.” “Be joyful; pray without
ceasing!” As descendants of these early
Christians, we continue to “pray without
ceasing” as individuals and as
community. The Church teaches four
specific types of prayer, and they are
all included in the Mass: Reparation,
Petition, Thanksgiving, and Adoration.

Reparation occurs during the
Penitential Rite (“l confess...” - “Lord
have mercy”). Joe Paprocki, in the book
Living the Mass, refers to this part of
Mass as a “healthy dose of humility” to
repair the damages of sin in our lives.

Petition occurs during the Prayers of
the Faithful as a request for God’s help
in time of need. Paprocki states that we
must “pray as if life depended upon it.”

Thanksgiving occurs during the
Eucharistic Prayer and acts as an
invitation for us to remember the Last
Supper and to give thanks to God for
Christ’s sacrifice in death.

Adoration occurs at Communion when
the Body of Christ, or the Eucharist, is
received, because “God alone can
sustain us” (Paprocki).

In the first reading Isaiah gives more
reasons to pray: salvation and justice:
“My soul rejoices in my God; for he has
clothed me in garments of salvation, for
he has wrapped me in a cloak of saving
justice” (Isaiah 61:10-11). Likewise, in
Luke, Mary goes to visit and help her
cousin Elizabeth. She praises and thanks
God by exclaiming, “My soul proclaims
the greatness of the Lord and my spirit
rejoices in God my Savior...for the
almighty has done great things for
me.” (Luke 1:46-54).

Prayer involves mental and emotional
activity because it involves thought and
love of God. It may be recited orally, as
a meditation, in private, or with a
community. Whatever prayer is used,
today’s Scripture readings provide many
examples of the joy, peace and hope
achieved through prayer. We must
simply follow advice given by St. Paul.

Coming home can be a bittersweet
experience. For many, there is the joy
of seeing family and friends, the
comfort of familiar foods, and a return
to places that hold treasured
memories. For some, a return home
increases anxiety and brings about
conflict. During the holiday season we
often hear stories about how families
cope with coming together for
celebrations. Family conflict during the
holidays has been an endless source
of material for films. Movies such as
All I Want for Christmas, Four
Christmases, and A Christmas Tale all
play off of the theme of family
gatherings and coming home.

Today's selection from the prophet
Isaiah was written at the time when the
inhabitants of Jerusalem were
returning home from the fifty-year
Exile in Babylon. Their city was in ruins,
their vineyards and fields desolate,
their Temple destroyed. Having
endured the ravages of war, the
people are now free to rebuild their
lives. It is in this context of desolation
that Isaiah proclaims words of hope.

Throughout the years there have
been many stories in the news about
the trauma that soldiers experience as
they come back from active duty.
Some find the lower-keyed life away
from the war zone difficult to cope
with. Stateside life cannot compare to
the adrenaline-pumped experience of
combat. And some try to assuage their
anxiety with high risk behavior in an
attempt to once again feel the high.
For these men and women coming
home is difficult.

Isaiah's prophecy is more than
fanciful words uttered ages ago. It is
the promise of the Savior's work
among us, and a challenge to those of
us who believe in Christ and strive to
continue to do his work. Healing the
brokenhearted is one of the tasks for
those who have been gifted by the
Holy Spirit. Our works of charity in this
holiday season extend beyond food
and gifts for the needy. It is also
bringing light to those in darkness.
