Happy Motherõs Day! 
 

They call it the sandwich generation. It is the age group 
of people who are raising families and at the same time 
caring for aging parents. Combine this with the fact that 
in most families, both father and mother work outside the 
home. All of this adds up to very busy lives and a great 
deal of stress for mothers (and fathers). 
 
Today, we honor mothers on this annual holiday in your honor. We honor 
the sacrifice you make in choosing to accept life at its beginning, and the 
continuing sacrifices you make in caring for your children at all stages 
and adjusting your daily lives for many years. Along with the self 
sacrifice of motherhood come immeasurable joys and consolations. 
Perhaps the greatest of these is the sense of satisfaction and pride in the 
growth and accomplishments of your children. Today, I pray Godõs 
blessings on all mothers who have generously given your lives to the lofty 
vocation of bearing and caring for children. 
 
Since my mother died a couple of years ago, I have become even more 
aware of the great gift that mothers are to us. As mom aged, her needs 
grew quite a bit. Especially when she was a widow for nine years, she 
needed the assistance of her children and other family members all the 
more. Frequently I hear about this type of situation. I hear stories of adult 
children struggling with caring for their elderly parents while living busy 
family and career lives. I hear stories of the elderly becoming more 
difficult to deal with as their own personality traits become more 
pronounced and as they struggle with the loss of so much in their lives, 
like health, mobility and independence. I urge all of you to be gentle 
and generous with your aging mothers (and fathers). 
 
If you are caring for an aging parent, I suggest the following things. 
 
1. Spend time with them, not just doing chores, but also just sitting and 
listening to them. Listen not just for the surface information, but also for 
the feelings beneath the surface. 
 
2. Accept their imperfections and idiosyncrasies. Remember to be patient 
with them as they have been with you throughout life. 
 
3. Remember that you are, in a sense, repaying them for all of they care 
they gave to you when you were young. If they were not the best 
parents or even abusive, your attempt to live a Christian life still calls you 
to charity and generosity to your parents. 
 
4. Pray. Pray for your aging, often struggling parents. Pray that you will 
have sufficient patience and charity to be attentive to the needs of your 
mother and father.

 Cyber-Bullying 

 

38% of girls online report being 
bullied, compared with 26% of online 
boys. 39% of social network users 
have been cyberbullied, compared 
with 22% of online teens who do not 
use social networks. 
 

Prevent cyberbullying before it 
happens Unlike a playground brawl in 
which a bully targets one victim, 
cyberbullying is often a group 
undertaking, with an entire network of 
kids participating. Telling your kids to 
get off Facebook or making them give 
up their cell phones won't work. Online 
communication tools are part of the 
fabric of kids' lives.  
 
Here are some tips for parents: 
 

Teach your kids empathy. Nothing 
drives home a point faster than 
walking a mile in someone else's shoes. 
If your kids truly understand what 
someone else is going through, they're 
less likely to bully someone. 
 

Help kids understand the line between 
funny and cruel .  Kids'  onl ine 
communication is often purposely 
ambiguous or accidentally cruel, both 
o f  wh i c h  can  lead  to  m i s -
understandings. 
 

Make sure they talk to someone (even 
if it's not you). As kids enter the middle 
school years, their circle of friends and 
trusted adults widens. Kids need a 
responsible adult to confide in -- their 
school counselor, their music teacher, 
even the parent of a friend. Talk to 
your kid about who they can go to if 
trouble is brewing. 
 

Help your kid be an upstander -- not a 
bystander. Kids are hesitant to get 
involved, in case the bully turns their 
sights on them. But there are ways to 
allow your kid to work behind the 
scenes to reach out to the victim, get an 
adult involved, and prevent more cruel 
behavior. 
 

Show your kid how to stop it. Tell kids 
not to respond or retaliate. Not 
feeding the bully can stop the cycle. 
And -- if anything does happen -- save 
the evidence.

Elements of the Liturgy: Part 2 
òBiblical Wordó 

So important to Sunday worship is 
the òWordó that we call the first half 
of mass the òLiturgy of the Word.ó  
This practice finds its roots in the 
Jewish synagogue. After Solomonõs 
Temple (their center of worship and 
Godõs presence) was destroyed by 
the Babalonians and the Israelites 
became exiled from the promised 
land, the invention of worship in a 
synagogue came into being as a 
survival mechanism meant to teach 
and transmit the corporate memories 
of the nation.  Survival came through 
remembering the events of the past 
that made them a special people, 
Godõs people.  They read their 
history (scripture) rejoiced (psalms), 
prayed, and reflected (sermon).  
Much like individuals of today look to 
a family photo to understand their 
family identity, the Israelites looked 
to their ancestorõs history to 
understand their relationship to God, 
not just in the past, but in the present 
and always. Today, the Catholic 
Church places great importance on 
knowing our family history 
(experiences of Israel and Early 
ChurchñOld & New Testaments).  
The scriptures come to life each week 
(OT reading, Psalm, Epistle, Gospel) 
and we are taught how to live a life 
of Christ, in todayõs world (Homily).  
We profess our faith as a Universal 
Church (Creed) and pray for God to 
intercede in our suffering world 
(Petitions).  It is important for each of 
us to prepare our hearts and minds 
for the lessons of scripture week to 
week.  I encourage you, if you donõt 
already, to read the Sunday 
readings before coming to mass each 
week and to prepare yourself to be 
slowly transformed:

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3rd Sunday of Easter 
 Journey tales are a popular form 
of literature. Some involve a quest, 
like the various renditions of the 
tales of King Arthur or the modern 
classic by J. R. R. Tolkien, The 
Hobbit. Others reflect a wandering 
experience, as chronicled in Jack 
Kerouac's novel, On the Road, or 
John Steinbeck's diary, Travels with 
Charley. All of these stories have 
as a common thread the gradual 
unfolding of discovery as the 
journey progresses. New insights 
are gained and in many tales it is 
revealed that not everyone is as he 
or she first seems. 
 That is certainly the case in this 
Sunday's Gospel, which portrays 
the journey to Emmaus, a small 
village about seven miles northwest 
of Jerusalem. Jesus comes upon two 
disciples who are dismayed about 
the Crucifixion. He talks with them 
on the way and opens their minds 
to an understanding of the 
Scriptures. When they sit down 
together for the evening meal, they 
recognize him in the breaking of 
the bread. 
 Whether the story is historically 
accurate or not is of little 
consequence. It is the meaning that 
is most important. The real 
presence of the risen Lord is 
revealed in the breaking of the 
bread. When Christians gather, 
whether around a table in Emmaus 
or an altar halfway around the 
world from that little town, the risen 
Lord is truly there. In the Eucharist 
we celebrate each Sunday Christ is 
really present. Preachers are fond 
of asking the question, "What 
would you do if you met Jesus 
today?" as though Jesus were only 
present two thousand years ago. 
But the fact is that in the Eucharist 
we really do encounter Christ. We 
meet him each time we celebrate 
Mass and receive Communion. So 
the preacher's question is far from 
idle speculation. As the Emmaus 
story points out clearly, we do 
meet Christ. But for all of us the 
question still remains: "What would 
you do?" Do you have an answer?
