This weekend, we take up our annual collection for the
Holy Father, Peter’s Pence. This collection is given to the
pope every year to assist him in supporting his charities
throughout the world. The proceeds benefit those
affected by war, oppression and natural disasters. The
Holy Father stands as a spiritual and moral leader in the
world, not only for Catholics and other Christians, but for
all people of good will. Though people do not always take his messages
to heart and live by them, they always listen to what he says. We
believe that he speaks not only for God, but for the genuine values of
the Catholic Church. His ability to deliver a credible message is certainly
affected by his ability to respond to the material needs of those
affected by war oppression and natural disasters.

The Peters Pence is taken at this time every year to correspond with the
great feast of Saints. Peter and Paul on June 29. This feast honors the
chosen leader of the apostles and the chosen evangelizer of the Gentiles.
These apostles lay the foundation for the church of the first century and
the entire history of the church.

Centuries ago, the Church defined the four marks of the Church, one,
holy, catholic and apostolic. Though holy, the church, building on the
apostles, is always in need of sanctification. The other two signs touch
upon this feast of the apostles, Peter and Paul. As the first pope, Peter is
always seen as a sign of unity in the church, just as the current Holy
Father is seen as a sign of unity for the present day church. Paul, as the
apostle who brought the gospel beyond the initial community of Jews, is
seen as a sign of the universality of the church, reaching out to the world.

At this time, as we assist the Holy Father in his charitable works, and as
we observe the Feast of Saints Peter and Paul, it is particularly
appropriate to pray for Pope Benedict XVI. Both he and the church stand
as a witness of God'’s continuing, loving presence in the world. May he
and all of us provide an authentic and credible witness of that presence.

Elements of the Liturgy: Part 8
OMusi co

“Write out this song, then, for
yourselves,” God said to Moses. “Teach
it to the Israelites and have them recite
it, so that this song may be a witness for
me" (Deut 31:19).

Music is a gift from God, a
mysterious part of humanity in which the
ethereal can seem almost tangible. It is
“a cry from deep wi
way for God to lead us to the realm of
higher things”

- St. Augustine.

Liturgical scholar Fr. Anthony Ruff
describes a four-fold nature of music
(outside the realm of liturgy): “Music is a
powerful means of interpersonal,
community-forming communication
that has an innately ritual character.”

Since music in-and-of-itself has
power, communicative capabilities,
and both a communal and ritual
character, Ruff defines six major
functions which music BRINGS to the
liturgy. It serves to glorify God and
sanctify the faithful, foster festivity in
liturgical celebration, enhance the
proclamation of the word, strengthen the
bonds of community, promote
participation, and foster cultural and
artistic goods.

Theologian Edward Foley further
explains that music must come forth from
the liturgy, “music OF the liturgy” (Foley),
and not be used in the liturgy just
because it is a well written piece of music
(“music IN the liturgy”). In fact, the US
Bishops have defined a set of three
judgments when choosing music for
liturgy: Liturgical (does music fit liturgical
action/season), Pastoral (does it reflect
the parish/people), and Musical (is it
well written, musically speaking). This
gives parishes the flexibility to use music
which reflects the life of the parish, but
also ensures that the music used in the
liturgy is not used for its own sake, but
rather that it springs forth from the
liturgy itself in response to God’s call of
salvation. Through active participation
then, we do this “public work” called
liturgy. With the introduction of the
Revised Missal this Fall (Nov. 27th), we
will still sing most of the same music we
always have by still following the above
guidelines. However, some of the sung
prayers (Gloria) will sound different.

Most Holy Body and Blood
of Christ

We sometimes go to
extraordinary lengths to preserve
life. Consider all the interventions
that exist in a modern hospital's
emergency room: from
defibrillators to ventilators, from
medicines that instantly negate the
effects of an opiate overdose, to
drugs that can break up a clot
even as a stroke is underway. All
of these intricate responses have
been devised over and above the
more ordinary actions of orange
juice to revive a diabetic or
caesarian section to deliver a baby
in a compromised pregnancy.
Because modern medicine can do
so much, many of us in the
developed world live with the
expectation that our lives will just
keep going on. The progress of
medicine has made it inevitable
that many families now confront the
decision of when to let someone go
-ending treatment, stopping
medication, removing machines.

In this weekend's Gospel, Jesus
promises that whoever eats his
flesh and drinks his blood has
eternal life. He tells the crowds that
whoever eats the bread that comes
down from heaven will live forever.
The body and blood of Christ is
real food and real drink. It is
medicine for our body and soul. It
is nourishment for our lives.

When Jesus makes the promise
of life forever to those who eat his
flesh and drink his blood, he is not
talking about the kind of life
support that we associate with
hospital care. He is instead
indicating that those who eat his
body and drink his blood will live
eternally because of the life that
he gives. The medicine of the
Eucharist heals us from sin and
division, and makes us whole in
Christ uniting us in one communion
of love. So when we think about
the extraordinary lengths we
undertake to preserve life in the
natural world, we may want to
reconsider what we are willing to
do in the spiritual world. Is the
Eucharist part of our spiritual health
care regularly?
