This Minister leads the children in singing the 

Responsorial Psalm of the day as well as a Gospel 

Acclamation (Alleluia).  If time allows other songs of the 

season could be sung.  A piano and guitar are available 

upon request.  
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FAQ’S 

Do you have to be a mandated Lector? 

No.  Anyone can be a Proclaimer/Teacher.  Having other 

teaching experience is certainly a plus however. 

Do you have to prepare anything? 

Yes.  As a Proclaimer/Teacher, we ask that you read 

through the readings ahead of time so as to plan for what 

you are going to teach.  Likewise, a Song Leader needs to 

practice the music ahead of time.  A “Workbook” is 

provided for all LWC Ministers. 

How often will I be scheduled? 

LWC Ministers are usually scheduled 1-2 times a month.  

Can I request weekends off? 

Yes, we produce two month schedules throughout the year
